TENNIS COURT INFORMATION

YEARLY TENNIS BADGE FEES (BADGES MUST BE RENEWED YEARLY)
ADULT: $10.00  CHILD: $5.00 SENIOR CITIZEN: $8.00
GUEST BADGE: $15.00 each badge — maximum 3 badges per family

OBTAINING A PHOTO ID BADGE: Issuing of and revalidation of photo ID badges will begin
April 1°7 and continues through Labor Day. ID badges may be obtained in the Recreation Office
Monday through Friday from 8:30AM to 4:30PM.

USING PHOTO ID BADGE: Courts are available for use by Tenafly residents and their guests
ONLY. Any person using the courts must have a valid Tenafly Recreation tennis ID badge in
their possession while using the tennis courts. NO EXCUSES.

GUEST BADGES: Each family is permitted a maximum of three (3) guest badges per season.
No photo is used for a guest badge. Persons using the valid guest badge must be playing with a
family member whose name appears on the guest badge and who also has a valid photo ID badge
in his/her possession.

TENNIS COURT LOCATION: Tenafly offers its residents seven (7) tennis courts, three (3)
with lights, are located in the Roosevelt Commons, which is located on Riveredge Road. Badges
are required for use of all courts

NIGHT PLAY: Courts #1-3, which are located in the Roosevelt Commons, are equipped with
lights for night play. Lights are in operation until 20:00 PM from March 1st to November 31st. If
weather permits, these dates will be extended.

COURT PRIORITIES: Please be aware that Tenafly Board of Education and Tenafly
Recreation Board programs do utilize the courts and do take priority over all other play.

RULES:

All play is for one (1) hour and begins on the hour.

Tennis shoes only will be permitted on courts

Players must wear shirts at all times.

Parks Department & Recreation staff will be checking for valid ID badges.
Anyone who harasses these people or disobeys the regulations will have their
badge revoked.

No commercial tennis lessons allowed!

Help keep our courts clean and safe. Please throw all garbage in refuse cans.
7. NO cans or glass bottles will be allowed on the tennis court.
